SSHRC Masters CGS (2012-2013)
The University Toronto has received information regarding the SSHRC 2012-2013 Joseph-Armand Bombardier Canada Graduate Scholarship (CGS) Master’s Scholarship competition in Humanities and Social Sciences. 
The objective of this program is to develop research skills and assist in the training of highly-qualified academic personnel by supporting students in the social sciences and humanities who have demonstrated academic excellence and research potential. For the 2012-2013 Master’s competition, SSHRC continues to expect universities to nominate their very best students, using the criteria published in the program description available on SSHRC’s web site. 
 The full program description, application form and instructions are now available on the SSHRC website and in SSHRC’s new Resource Centre
SSHRC CGS-M Scholarships are valued at $17,500/yr and are open to applicants who will be:
· be a citizen or permanent resident of Canada; 
· be applying for support to pursue their first graduate degree (i.e., master's or equivalent) 
· not have completed more than 12 months of full-time graduate study at the proposed start date of the award (all previous studies at the graduate level, regardless of discipline, will be included in determining eligibility);
· have achieved a first-class average (A-), in each of the last two years of full-time study or equivalent;
· not have already received an award for master's-level study from SSHRC, NSERC or CIHR; and
· not be also be applying for graduate funding in the 2011-12 academic year to NSERC or CIHR.
Note: 
  Students who are or will be registered as a direct entry doctoral candidate, may only apply to the Doctoral Awards Program.
  If the applicant completed the bachelor’s degree before January 1, 2007 (date all degree requirements were completed, not date of graduation) and has not been registered at a university since that date, the candidate is not eligible to apply to this program.
 


How to apply:
Students must use apply using SSHRC’s web-based application (however this is not an electronic submission). 
Students are required to complete the web forms, print out the application and submit it to their graduate unit by their internal deadline. A copy of SSHRC’s instructions for applicants is attached for your information.
Students may only apply to one council (SSHRC, NSERC, CIHR) in a given year. Students may not apply for both SSHRC CGSM and SSHRC Doctoral Fellowships in the same year. Students, however, are permitted to apply to OGS in the same year.
Eligibility of Degree Programs 
The scholarship is tenable only in degree programs that include significant research training. Research training normally involves:
         demonstrating the ability to conduct original research by the completion of a thesis, major scholarly paper, project, publication, performance, recital or exhibit; and/or 
         completing course work in research methods and/or statistics appropriate for the discipline or field of study; and/or 
         acquiring knowledge and experience sufficient to conduct, assess and interpret research and scholarship in the field. 
Where to apply:
Applicants currently registered in a graduate (or undergraduate) degree program at a university, must apply through their university. If they are not currently registered, but completed their previous degree in 2011, they must apply through the university that awarded their last degree, provided that university has a SSHRC allocation. Applicants registered concurrently at a Canadian university and a foreign university must apply through the Canadian university, if that university has a CGS allocation.   All other applicants must apply directly to SSHRC by December 15, 2011.

Weighting: 30%
	Quality of analytical skills, ability to think critically, ability to apply skills and knowledge, judgment, originality, initiative and autonomy, determination and ability to complete projects within an appropriate period of time—as demonstrated in the description of program of study and by work experience, research contributions, letters of appraisal, and, if applicable, the departmental appraisal.

Weighting: 10%
	As demonstrated in the description of the program of study and, if relevant, by work experience, community involvement and other extracurricular activities, as well as by letters of appraisal, the quality of presentation of the application and, if applicable, the departmental appraisal.
