2012-13 SSHRC DOCTORAL AWARDS (SSHRC Doctoral Fellowships and Joseph-Armand Bombardier CGS Doctoral Scholarships)

 Through its Doctoral Awards funding opportunity, SSHRC offers two types of funding for doctoral students which applicants apply for by completing one application form:
1. SSHRC Doctoral Fellowships; and 
2. Joseph-Armand Bombardier Canada Graduate Scholarships (CGS): Doctoral Scholarships. 
 The SSHRC Doctoral Fellowships and Joseph-Armand Bombardier CGS Doctoral Scholarships aim to develop research skills and assist in the training of highly qualified personnel by supporting students who demonstrate a high standard of scholarly achievement in undergraduate and graduate studies in the social sciences and humanities.
 Joseph-Armand Bombardier CGS Doctoral Scholarships are valued at $35,000 per annum for 36 months. SSHRC Doctoral Fellowships are valued at $20,000 per annum for 12, 24, 36 or 48 months. SSHRC determines the value and duration of an award based on the number of months of full-time study (or equivalent) the applicant will have completed at the proposed start date of the award.
 The full program description, application form and instructions are now available on the SSHRC website and in SSHRC’s new Resource Centre
Where to Apply
Applicants registered in a degree program at a Canadian university with a quota at the time of application (i.e. fall 2011) must apply through their graduate unit. In addition, applicants registered concurrently in a degree program at a Canadian university with a quota and a foreign university must apply through the Canadian university. 
 Eligibility to Apply (see SSHRC website for complete eligibility requirements)
To qualify to apply to both the SSHRC Doctoral Fellowships and the Joseph-Armand Bombardier CGS Doctoral Scholarships funding opportunities, applicants must:
· be a citizen or permanent resident of Canada; 
· be applying for support to pursue your first PhD (or equivalent); 
· be pursuing doctoral studies in the social sciences or humanities; 
· not have already received a scholarship or fellowship from SSHRC, NSERC or CIHR to undertake or complete a doctoral degree or combined MA/PhD; and 
· not be applying in the 2011-12 academic year to NSERC or CIHR.
 
Application 
Candidates eligible for both a Joseph-Armand Bombardier CGS Doctoral Scholarship and a SSHRC Doctoral Fellowship will be considered by SSHRC for both awards. Top-ranked candidates will receive an offer of award. Whether the offer is for a CGS Doctoral Scholarship, a SSHRC Doctoral Fellowship or a choice of either will depend upon the candidate's overall ranking and the relevant eligibility criteria.
 Students must use apply using SSHRC’s web-based application (this is not an electronic submission). Students are required to complete the web forms, print out the application and submit it to their graduate unit by their internal deadline.
 Students may only apply to one council (SSHRC, NSERC, CIHR) in a given year. Students may not apply for both SSHRC Masters and SSHRC Doctoral award in the same year. Students, however, are permitted to apply to OGS and/or a CGS Vanier in the same year.
 Students who whose proposed research may be health-related should first consult CIHR’s mandate to explore eligibility. 
Note regarding #6:
If a student has studied on a part-time basis, or has interrupted their graduate level studies at any time, please the student with an official letter confirming the dates of the change of registration status in their graduate program(s).
Note on Transcripts:
Only original transcripts will be accepted (no ROSI printouts).  Certified photocopies from the student’s admissions file will be accepted only if an original transcript (normally from a foreign institution) is not obtainable.
 Selection Process and Results 
· Members of the SGS Awards Committee will review all eligible quota applications using SSHRC’s Evaluation Criteria . 
· Of these, SGS will submit the top 211 applications to SSHRC for entry into the national competition, whereby they will be evaluated by one of SSHRC’s five multidisciplinary selection committees.  
· SGS will notify all quota applicants by email in February, whether their application has been forwarded to SSHRC. 
· Applicants who were identified and submitted to SGS as B-List candidates will not be contacted by SGS and should be advised by their graduate unit that they were not forwarded to SGS.
